2009.1.8 POST MORTEM: LEADERSHIP CAMP
Canterbury, Canterbury Annexe and Truro House went to Fairewood.

It was agreed that the hosts of the respective venues were not well prepared and thus there was a poor management of time. It was agreed that returning to Allan Webb Hall on the date earlier than usual, to engage in an activity together, would be beneficial instead of having leadership camp as a Hall.

This would be an alcohol-free challenge. Ms Jali noted that the Talent Show done in 2008 was not the best it could be. It was decided that a better organization & marketing of the Talent Show, as well as a central venue, would turn it into a success.
It was noted that the Allan Webb Adventure will not be part of the challenge.
2009.1.10 SUN CITY PRE-SCHOOL
As a Hall we aim to sponsor 15 under-privileged children per annum at the Sun City Pre-School. AWA would provide the majority of the money needed to purchase the jungle gym. Ms Pretorius has organized representatives in each residence to collect as much money as they can.

It is R 500 per child per year.

2009.1.11 MRS WICKS’ FAREWELL
We would like to thank Mrs Wicks appropriately at the Welcome Dinner on 11 March 2009. Due to various reasons, a farewell could not be given at the Leaver’s Dinner in 2008. The Hall Committee approved to spend approximately R 500.00 on a farewell gift, to thank her for her enormous and effective contribution to the Hall.

2009.1.12 CONTINENTAL BREAKFASTS
Changes have been made to the continental breakfasts which have been implemented. Eggs will be provided every second day and yoghurt on the alternative days. Sunday breakfasts will remain unchanged. If you require more than the allocated food given, you will need to double book your meals.
It was requested that porridge and portion size be mentioned at the Food Representative Meeting, to be held on 9 March 2009. 

2009.1.13 2008 ACTUAL TO PROPOSED SUMMARY STATEMENTS
Document A was discussed and interpreted.

Extra income was noted compared to the budget. House Grants were calculated on a pro rata basis. There was a correcting amount of R 2,666.30 in the Expenditure, which is being discussed and dealt with by the auditor.
The total surplus is in fact a liability as it includes money owing to the Allan Webb Adventure and Sun City Pre-School.

2009.1.14 PROVISIONAL HALL BUDGET 2009
The proposed budget for 2009 (document B) was discussed and interpreted.

The House Grants are calculated once again on a pro rata basis at 44 %. The amount of money spent on subscribing to Newspapers is a concern.

2009.1.15 NEWSPAPERS
It was mentioned that the Herald is available on-line.

Two options were proposed:
· One Newspaper in the Dining Hall

· No newspapers at all

It was agreed by the Hall Committee that no newspapers would be subscribed to in 2009.

The money which was budgeted to be spent on newspapers could be spent either of the following ways:

· Divided into five (5) ways and added to the House Grants (pro rata amounts)

· Hall purchase.

This would be a standing item for our next Hall Committee Meeting.

The budget was thus approved by the Hall Committee.

2009.1.16 HALL CAPITAL EQUIPMENT
The Hall Capital Equipment is an amount given to a Hall to spend on Capital purchases.
Document C was discussed and interpreted.

In 2008, Canterbury was over by R 1,837.08 and Truro R 2,598.07 due their purchases of Plasma Screen 42 inch televisions. Winchester was under by R 2, 714.23 (no purchases made yet) and Salisbury was under by R 1,720.92 as they purchased a wooden combo bench.

Winchester House is still unsure as to whether or not they would still like to purchase a Plasma Screen 42 inch television.

2009.1.17 HALL CALENDAR
It was noted that the Hall Committee dinner, 22 April (Election Day) has been made a public holiday. Ms van Wyk is to confirm this date with the Kitchen manager.
The Treasurer’s Workshop, 24 March is postponed to Monday, 30 March 2009.
The Hall Ball, 9 May has been changed to 16 May.

The Hall Committee meeting, 12 May has been changed to 11 May.

2009.1.18 REPORTS FROM SRC REP
A pilot scheme or finger-print identification for access to residence will be taking place in our entire Hall.
Local Learners Buddy System will start with 2 other Halls, and if successful, would move along to all the Halls. This system is where two (2) students are assigned to a scholar for a day.

Requests were made to clarify how to de-register from a societies once enlisted. Students are to write a letter to the chairman of the society and motivate de-registering from that society. This is all to be done before the 13 March.

The role of the SRC Representative on Hall Committee and in the Hall is in question.
