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FOOD SERVICES   DINING HALL RULES     1.   Crockery, cutlery or glasses  MAY NOT   be removed from the Dining Hall  .     2.   Students  MAY NOT   take food out of the Dining Hall except the students own portion  of fruit of the day and two slice s of bread at the supper meal from t he 4 slices  allowed for supper.      3.   No meals may be served in rooms without the permission from a Warden and this  will only be granted to sick or injured students on a temporary basis.   Should you be  too ill to eat in the Dining Hall you should report to the  Health Care Centre for  medical assistance.      4.   No one is permitted to remove food from the Dining Hall on plates ,   in plastic  containers   or in any other   containers.      5.   Students  MAY NOT   lean back and rock on the chairs.     6.   No  Students  may enter the Dining Hall if   they have not booked a meal for that meal  time.  .     7.   Students  ARE NOT   allowed in the Kitchen unless accompanied by a member of the  Catering Staff   . T his applies to th e   area behin d   the servery as well. Any complaints  regarding food are to be  reported immediat ely to the Caterer on duty so that it can be  dealt with forthwith. .    .   8.   Students may not wear v ests, pyjamas, dressing gowns , bathing costumes, aerobic  leotards ,   and   coming into the dining hall with bare feet is not permitted.      9.   The possession and or consum ption of liquor in the dining hall is strictly  prohibited   except at gue st evenings and formal dinners. E ntering the dining   hall under the  influence of alcohol is strictly not permitted.     10.   Courtesy towards the Catering Staff and fellow students is expected a t all times.      11.     S moking is   not   permitted in the dining hall.      12.   You may not share your meal with anybody. Should you not have booked a meal you  are not entitled to any of the salads, juice or bread.      These rules are general rules which are applicable to al l dining halls.    Individual dining halls  still   have their own unique rules which will still apply.
