THE ACCREDITATION STATUS OF RHODES UNIVERSITY

Thank you for seeking clarity concerning the registration and accreditation status of Rhodes University (RU), Grahamstown. The following information explains how the national authorities recognize the institution and the education programmes Rhodes offers.

In terms of the Higher Education Act (Act 101 of 1997) Rhodes is a public higher education institution. Please note that, in terms of the Act, only private providers are given registration numbers.

The qualifications offered by Rhodes are approved by the Department of Education for subsidy purposes, accredited by the Higher Education Quality Committee of the Council on Higher Education (HEQC of the CHE) and registered on the National Qualifications Framework of the South African Qualifications Authority (SAQA).  The HEQC is the Education and Training Quality Assurance body (ETQA) for the whole higher education sector, as recognized by SAQA.

Therefore, the HEQC is our ETQA and because the sector has been asked to observe the ‘one provider, one  ETQA’ principle, public higher education institutions do not need to obtain accreditation through the Sector Education and Training Authority (SETA) ETQAs although we may align our courses with SETA and/or SETA ETQA requirements.

Since June 2000, all Rhodes qualifications have been registered with SAQA in terms of the interim procedures for registration of qualifications on the National Qualifications Framework (NQF).
