Academic Awards: There are 3 academic award that are awarded by the hall warden

1. Top Undergrad Residence: 

This award is calculated based on last year’s results (June and November) and this year’s June results.

This award is only for Undergrad Res because  Truro’s results in normally higher.

2. Individual Awards:

This award is open to all members of the Hall

       2(a) Academic of the year: First Year Student


This award is calculated based on Points e.g. 4 for 1st, 3 for 2a etc 

and on the average percentage to double-check. Another point of consideration is the normal load of a student.

2(b) Academic of the year: Returning Student

This award is for the person still in the Hall.

It is based on Points and average percentage calculated from last year’s (June and November) results and this year’s June results.

For semesterized results there will be 2 credits. However, for non-semesterized courses, we only take the November results.

For students doing more than the required number of courses in this calculation can jeopardize themselves because there is no way of choosing which ones to drop.

Suggestion on extra courses: It was suggested that an extra point be added.

Vote: The vote indicated that the award calculation be left as is.

Another suggestion: To have an award for each faculty or at lease 2 broad awards (1 for Humanities and 1 for other Faculties) because some faculties are said not to award as many 1st as others.

Problem: This suggestion was welcome, but the problem is getting the trophy for these awards
