  DoS / Hall Wardens Report Back

5.2.1 Tri-Varsity Information will be given on 12 August 2008, Barrat Lecture Venue 1 at 19h00 for those who are interested in attending.

5.2.2 There are problems managing the Oppidan students eating in various halls. Prospective Oppidan students are to see the Hall Warden and not the Hall secretary and then only will they be booked in the respective hall for meals.

5.2.3 The Library is launching into a major re-vamp and there will be no study areas available for the 3 exam periods following. The Librarian suggested using the dining halls as alternative study areas. There are various concerns involved in implementing this. It was agreed upon that the Sub-Wardens would sign out and sign in the keys on a weekly basis to the Nun’s Chapel. If the Nun’s Chapel isn’t viable, the dining hall will be used. The Sub-Wardens from a residence will be responsible for the keys for one week at a time. Ms van Wyk will create a register for the exchange of keys.
5.2.4 Security has become a concern. A reminder to be vigilant at all times of people entering the residences and to walk in groups to various destinations.
5.2.5 The residence system is due for their review. A Bosberaad will be held in 2009 with regards to the values and ethos of residences.
