They
nurture every aspect of children’s development. Good Foundation Phase teachers are
therefore the key to a successful education system.

Why study for a BEd
(Foundation Phase
Teaching) at Rhodes?

Rhodes University is well known for the
quality of its teaching and research. lts
degrees are highly valued.

The BEd (FoundationPhase
Teaching) programme

The BEd is a 4-year, full-time programme
which prepares students to teach in Grades
R to 3. The programme develops strong
capabilities. It gives students a well- rounded
education, as well as providing them with
subject knowledge, pedagogy  and
appropriate experience for teaching.

The programme aims to prepare students to
teach in a diversity of contexts, but
especially in rural schools in the Eastern
Cape where isiXhosa is the language of
learning and teaching.

What do you need to be accepted
on the course?

A National Senior Certificate (NSC) with a Bachelors
pass. To get a Bachelors pass you need:

» 4 subjects at Level 4 (50%-59%) or above; and

» 3 subjects at Level 3 (40%-49%) or above.

You also need to have passed Mathematics with at least
40% or Maths Literacy with at least 50%, two languages
with at least 50% in both and to have an APS (Academic
Point Score) of 40. The Dean of Education will, however,
consider your application if you achieve an APS between
36 and 39. A leaflet is available explaining how to work
out your APS.

Priority will be given to students who apply for the BEd
as their first choice.

What sort of person should apply?

We are looking for people who:

» enjoy working with young children and seeing them
grow.

» are motivated, hardworking and passionate about
education.

» have strong values and principles.

» believe in themselves and believe they can make a
difference.
