The Alastair Weakley Memorial Fund

1. The aim of the fund is to provide an annual bursary to an individual who, in the opinion of the Selection Committee, will make a significant contribution to the spirit and achievement of the Rhodes University Rugby Football Club.

2. The award shall be tenable for one year at a time and may be re-awarded

3. The value per annum shall depend on the capital sum collected and shall be decided on by the Selection Committee. 

4. Should there not be a suitable candidate in any particular year; the Selection Committee may decide to reinvest that year’s award.

5. Criteria for selection shall be as follows:

a) That the recipient be accepted for registration as full-time or part-time student of Rhodes University.

b) That the recipient be judged to have the potential to make a significant contribution to the spirit and achievement of the Rhodes University Rugby Football Club

c) All other factors being equal, consideration may be given to whether or not the candidate intends pursuing legal studies, and whether he is from the Border region.

Under normal circumstances bursar will be expected to be active in the Rugby Club as far as practices, leagues, tournaments and other competitions are concerned. The Sports Officer in charge of rugby at the University will monitor this on behalf of the Selection Committee.
