STUDENT FORUM

PROPOSAL BY THE DEAN OF STUDENTS
The proposal by the DoS to have the SRC cover some of the costs for hosting the first year Oppidan Students in residence during the 2010 Orientation Week was considered.
1. The issue was raised concerning the logistical difficulty with having to move student’s possessions into residence and then back into digs after O-week.

1.1. It was indicated that if the students had digs then they can move their possessions straight into digs and need only bring some essential items with them into residence.
2. The financial aspect of the proposal were considered, and it was the following statistics were provided:
2.1. The provisional estimation of the costs by the DoS is R 200,000.00.
2.2. The SRC has R382,778.52 in a special accounts which us reserved for societies.
2.3. The SRC has R86,688.90 in their general ledger as of the 9th September.
2.4. The SRC has R400,000.00 in a fixed deposit, which serves as a ‘rainy day fund’.
3. A suggestion was forwarded, to the effect that the expenses for this proposal could be incorporated into the student’s initial levies.
4. It was suggested that the SRC inquire as too how much the DoS would be willing to contribute in exchange for an alcohol free street party.

COUNCIL SEAT
It was explained that the SRC had two seats available on the University’s Council. The Interim Executive subsequently considered the matter.
1. The suggestion was put forward that the SRC should give the seat to a member of the student body, rather than a member of the SRC Council.
1.1. It was raised that a member of the student body is not obliged to act as a support to the SRC President, and was not obliged to follow the mandate of the SRC.
2. It was suggested that the position should remain within the SRC, as this would provide the President with a ‘wing person’ that would have to follow the mandate of the SRC.
3. It was suggested that the SRC Vice-president Internal would be best suited for the post, as the VPI is the internal administrator of the SRC and thus could act as a valuable support to the President.

4. The point was put forward that the SRC are elected to represent the student body, thus it would make sense for a member of the elected SRC Council to sit along with the President on the University’s Council.
Motion: The above mention seat should be allocated only to a member of the SRC Council.
Seconded: Mr D Knowles
Vote: 3 for, 3 against, 0 abstentions.
Chairperson chased deciding vote in favour of the motion.
