REPORT OF THE HALL REPRESENTATIVES

· There has been a miscommunication regarding the transport which and students are complaining as a result. 
· Again some conversations during the Hall visits appeared as if the SRC is behind the abolition on Tri-varsity. 
· Graham House students are having a problem with parking space. Mr Knowles alluded that the space behind the Barrat was designed for parking and this must be investigated if those students cannot park there. The university was reported as currently reviewing the parking on campus and a suggestion that first years be discouraged from bringing cars was also brought forth. 
· Live Music Society is making noise everyday all over the campus. It was decided by the council then that the societies’ councillor looks at this matter and apply necessary procedural measures with great sensitivity.
· Students are complaining that there is no statement made by the SRC regarding the incidents occurred during the carnival. It was noted that some people are just making up stories and was suggested that hearsays be not entertained in the future for the sake of the SRC integrity. Mr Knowles, again reinstated that the SRC needs to play its part in terms of taking full responsibility regarding anything related to SRC.
· Hall reps expressed their dissatisfaction on the way they were made to work during the 0-Week. They complain that too much work was dumped on them.

FACULTY AND CLASS REP POLICY

COMMITTEES AND TASK TEAMS POLICY

Ad Hoc comm. and task team are two different things. Mr Elzerman provided some classification on the roles of these teams as sticking to the procedures. Ad Hoc = is temporary and for special occasions (short term) 
Task team = work extensively on long term basis. It was also said that the university started with the teams after the policy was already in place. 
Ms Hamukoma suggested that this be looked at explicitly as to see how common it is or different is the way the council define these terms from that of the university. 

Mr Elzerman stated that the reports by these teams are not meant for the university but to assist councillors on the way they are working. It was agreed on therefore that Mr Elzerman look at this issue extensively.

The discussion was propelled by Mr Kahn’s concern as to whether the budget should be publicised or not. 
Mr Bata: The constitution and the realms of finances do not allow such an action unless there is a serious issues that force this to be done. In this case the written mandate must be from at least 50 members of the student body. 
Mr Randeree: suggested that only big events be highlighted as to explain why certain amounts were charged for those events.
